RESPONSE TO THE CON POSITION

 ON ROADS TURNOVER

This paper provides counter-arguments to the CON side which is opposed to turning any over roads in Drum Point over to the County, and corrects the counter arguments presented by the CON side.

The Con road turnover group has stated that they did not receive documentation utilized by the PRO report for several of its sources. This is an error on their part.  On May 23, 2010, at 10:35 pm, all Board members were sent a list of sources by email that were interviewed by the PRO group for the purpose of gathering information for the Pro side and they were notified that all hard documents included the DPPOA financials from years 2004 to 2009 ( are kept in the DPPOA Office). In addition, attached to the PRO paper was a document used in the PRO financial schedule that was received from Calvert County’s Public Works Bureau Chief Ron Clark.  
STD FUND DISCREPANCY:  The available STD funds are $412,125; however the amount due to DPPOA is a total of $546,062. 

COST EFFECTIVE REJUVENATION: Rejuvenation is based on the condition of the road, not on time, per the Total Asphalt Company.  Some roads will breakdown and will need to be paved sooner than others depending on the condition and use of the road. Some roads may need it every two years while others may need it every five years. However, roads should not go past fifteen years without paving which in essence meets the twenty year mark.
PARTIAL ROAD TURNOVER: There is no truth that stronger critical area standards would not allow road reconstruction. This is handled through the ongoing County approval process.

RIGHTS OF DISCHARGE: The County will either purchase the land in question or will allow the owner of nearby property to maintain the land. Either way, the County will adhere to the decision of the property owner.

ROAD TURNOVER: The Department of Public Works for the County has prioritized Sachem and Pilot Way in addition to Overlook Drive, Chestnut and Pine Lane as most likely candidates for turnover. The CON group of DPPOA, not the Department of Public Works (DPW), erroneously limited turnover to three roads.
TURNOVER COST: Cost for the preparation for five miles is $502,000 per Terry Carlson(Calvert County’s Director of Public Works) instead of the CON group’s number of $1,300,000.

ROAD MAINTENANCE COSTS: The PRO side assertion that Drum Point spends an average of $59,000 a year on roads refers to the STD budget, not the total budgets (including SHUR and DPPOA budgets).
